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The Cincinnati International
Wine Festival has been pouring
good taste upon the Queen City
for 17 years. 

“It’s a unique event, it’s fun,”
Wine Festival President Connie
Wiles said.

This year Carolyn Wente, of
the Wente Vineyards, is serving
as Honorary Chair for the Grand
Tastings. She is part of the fourth
generation of the Wente family
to be involved in winemaking.
She is eager to share her pas-
sion and knowledge about wine-
making with the audience.

Also new this year is a Charity
Auction & Luncheon on
Saturday, March 24, in the
Hilton Cincinnati Netherland
Plaza’s Regal Hall of Mirrors. The
live auction will include a phe-
nomenal variety of limited-
release bottles, rare wines, as
well as exotic trips to destina-
tions like Sante Fe, California and
Italy. The auction will be followed
by a special luncheon at the
Hilton Cincinnati Netherland
Plaza.

Founded by Connie Wiles’ late
husband Russ in 1991, the
Cincinnati International Wine
Festival raises awareness and
funds for organizations such as
Catholic Inner-City Schools
Education, the Art Academy of
Cincinnati, Aids Volunteers of
Cincinnati, and the Free
Store/Food Bank. In past years,
the Festival has donated more
than $2.25 million to these and
other local charities. 

According to Melinda Kruyer
of the Public Relations firm
Kruyer & Associates, who han-
dles all public relations for the
festival, being able to have fun
while contributing to the many
charities benefiting from the
events are what makes the festi-
val worthwhile. 

“The main purpose is to raise
funds because it’s a great oppor-
tunity to do so,” Kruyer said.
“But it’s an opportunity to try
new wines and have a good
time.”

Kruyer said that the selection
of wines at the festival rivals any
other wine event she has attend-
ed. At the festival, Kruyer said,
she plans ahead to know her
plan of attack. 

“I like to map out a strategy
about where to go, what to do,
Kruyer said. “I like to visit the
medal winners of the year before
and visit new wineries. I’ve tast-
ed wines that I normally would
not have. Its really fun.”

As a word of advice to atten-
dees of the Wine Festival, Kruyer
said to enjoy each sip, but you
don’t have to taste that very last
drop.

“Don’t feel like you have to
drink the whole glass,” Kruyer
said. “You will be sampling over
600 wines, so take your time
and enjoy.”
